Methods/Process*:

Findings / Evidence*:

Provide at least 2 sources of evidence that illustrate the work of the team (emails, meeting minutes, kaizen card, algorithms, fliers, testimonials, surveys, etc.). (Bulk of abstract words should be devoted to this section)





	

	





	
Conclusion/Implications for Practice*:

This section includes conclusion on implications that relate back to the problem statement. Were the objectives met? What are the next steps? How can this information be used to change practice?
