Population/patient/problem, Intervention/treatment/change, Comparison/control/current process, Outcome. The PICO question concisely describes the problem and the proposed solution. 



	

	


	

Methods*:

Describe the process used to identify relevant literature. Include the timeframe of the search, databases used, search terms, and inclusion and exclusion criteria. Provide the total number of articles remaining after exclusions. (Your poster should include the rationale behind your choices as well as a PRISMA Flow Diagram that delineates the entire screening process). 



	

	



	


 Analysis (critique of the studies) *: 

How many quantitative, qualitative, and mixed methods studies did you include? What is your assessment of the quality of the studies? Are the studies guided by theoretical frameworks? What are the gaps in knowledge? (Your poster will include rating of the strength and quality of each study).
Include a reference for the quality of evidence / strength of evidence model you used. 



	

	





	


Synthesis (compare, contrast, and connect the findings)*:

What are the themes, concepts, or findings common to the studies? Do findings support or contradict each other? What are the possible explanations for differences? What conclusions can you draw based on your review?




	

	





	
Conclusions and Implications*: 


This section summarizes the implications of your review related to your problem and PICO question. Do your findings support a change in practice? What are the next steps? What broader implications are there for nursing practice, research, or evidence-based practice? 

	

	





	
References*:

Depending on the topic, the number of references included in literature reviews is wide ranging. Well-studied topics will have more references than those that are novel or unexplored. For the abstract submission, include a minimum of two key references from your literature review. For the poster aim for a minimum of 5-20. APA 7 format.
