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Literature Review*:

Briefly review current literature supporting the project, summarizing what is known or unknown. Connects the literature to the intervention chosen for the project. A minimum of 2 peer reviewed sources are required. Internal citations are not required for the abstract. List references at the end of the abstract. 




	

	


	

Purpose*:

Clearly state the project’s purpose, goals, or objective(s) that align with the background/problem statement. Consider using PICO format. 
Patient/Population, Intervention, Comparison, Outcome (PICO)




	

	






	

Methods/Interventions*:

Provide a logical description of the methods used to conduct the project. Must include the plan for data collection including frequency of measurement (what you plan to measure and how often - weekly, monthly, quarterly, annually). Describe the project in sufficient detail to allow readers to understand its implementation. 




	

	




	


Results/Outcomes*:

 Clearly describe and present project results. Must report at least 1 pre and 1 post intervention data point at the time of abstract submission. Indicate if you are in the process of measuring post-intervention data. 





	

	





	
Conclusion/Implications for Practice*:

Discuss the findings in relation to the problem statement including the implications for nursing practice (i.e., EBP or research, patient outcomes, education, administration, leadership and/or policy making). Were the goals/objectives met? What were the limitations of the project? What are the next steps? How can this information change practice? Highlight key findings and provide suggestions relevant to the field or future work that needs to be undertaken.
